ou might think that I, a 32-year-old 
member of a 110-year-old organization, 
would be preoccupied with trying to 

modernize my clubôs way of doing things. But 
remarkably, my experience in Rotary is teach-
ing me to spend more energy convincing my 
generation ï which keeps trying to reinvent 
everything ï that there is much to be gained in 
the lost art of personal connection. 

We all use social media in our daily lives. With-
out a doubt, Twitter, Facebook, text messag-
ing, etc. has great value in our social and pro-
fessional circles. But long before there were Wi
-Fi connections, laptops, or smartphones, a 
man named Paul Harris came up with the idea 
of professional leaders getting together face to 
face to make a difference in their community. 
The organization that arose from this modest 
idea took its name from the early practice 
members had of rotating meeting locations be-
tween their offices. 

In an era of instant communication defined by 
not-so-blind carbon copies, accidental ñreply-
alls,ò and desperate attempts to ñrecallò an 
email, many people seem to have lost the abil-
ity of competent verbal and non-verbal face-to
-face communication with other human beings. 
Making good eye contact and managing a well-
timed handshake are becoming endangered 
skills. 

At a Rotary meeting, no one is trying to make 
a good impression via a text message. We are 
communicating with fellow members, commu-

nity leaders, and guest speakers in person. We 
are networking in the way that was standard 
long before an Ethernet cable was a household 
commodity. 

Think of this as a real-life Facebook status 
combined with a weekly GoFundMe campaign 

Does my Central Ocean Rotary Club in Toms 
River, New Jersey, use texts and emails? You 
bet. We are always using these tools to organ-
ize events, set up meetings, and handle vari-
ous other tasks. When we arenôt all together, 
we turn to technology to get the job done.

Tuesday, we turn our phones off, hold our 
meeting, and enjoy camaraderie with fun ac-
tivities such as ñHappy Bucks.ò One mem-
ber at a time gives several dollars to the club 
and speaks about topics they are personally 
happy about. Think of this as a real-life Face-
book status combined with a weekly Go-
FundMe campaign ð except instead of 
ñlikingò a post, people listen and sometimes 
break out in applause. 

Joining an organization like Rotary is a smart 
way to meet business leaders in your com-
munity and enjoy the opportunity to help 
people in need. Becoming a member lets you 
practice life skills that no social media site 
will ever provide: interpersonal communica-
tion. You might meet someone who will 
change your life. You may even change 
theirs. But instead of sending a friend re-
quest, you will walk right up to them and say 
ñhello.ò

Sergeant-at-Arms John Rose had several ques-
tions for fun and knowledge. 

#1.) What unexpected item is certified kosher in 
Israel? (Postage stamp).  #2.) What was ñthe best 
thing patented in 1954?ò  (Sliced bread)  #3.) 
Playing what Randy Newman song on the radio is 
illegal in Maryland? (Short People) #4.) Men With 
Friends; The Blue Boys; The Conspirators; The 
Round Table. What do these names have in com-
mon? (At the third meeting of the group in Chica-
go that would become Rotary, each name was 
considered for the new club.) 

Shane Nickle had the winning 50-50 ticket but did 
not pick the winning card.   

The program speaker for the evening was Sche-
nectady Rotarian Brian Merriman.  Brian described 
a water purification project he is participating in in 
Haiti.  He first reviewed the history of Haiti, the 
poorest country in the western hemisphere.  He 
described the poor living conditions in the country 
and the devastating recent earthquake.  He noted 
that if people have a safe water source they can 
concentrate on other things that will lead to better 
conditions. 

With the aid of a PowerPoint presentation he de-
scribed how they build and set up the clean water 
filters.  The filters will remove 99.99% of all bac-
teria from water and are designed for easy clean-
ing (filters do not need replacement parts).  The 
filters are long-lasting with a shelf life of 10 years, 
cleaning 1,000,000 gallons of water.  Each filter is 
capable of providing clean water to 40 people per 
day. 

Clean water in Haiti means freedom to focus on 
LIFE, not survival.  He passed out some 
printed information and asked members for sup-
port of the project.  The presentation closed with 
a q&a session.  Thanks Brian for a great program 
and sharing with us.
